Introduction and Word of Warning  
 
  
 
Before we get started, I want to establish a couple assumptions just 
to make sure we’re both on the same page:  
 
  
 
1) I’m going to assume that you already know you should use the 
large rectangle ad block for your Adsense ads, make your borders 
and background the same color as your website (so that the ads 
blend in and don’t look so much like ads) and use a link color that’s 
blue or dark blue (because people are used to clicking on blue links).   
Information like this (while valuable) is old hat, and I’m sick of 
everyone and their dog selling $97 ebooks that could just as easily be 
boiled down to the one sentence above. Again, these are REAL 
secrets…so get ready.   
 
 
 
2) I’m also going to assume that you are driving traffic to your 
Adsense sites using mostly SEO, and page generation programs 
such as Directory Generator, Traffic Equalizer, Meta Webs, etc. 
(Maybe even a cloaking program.) ;o)   
 
 
3) Lastly, I’m going to assume that you are in multiple markets, and 
that you don’t just have one website that you are driving traffic to. It’s 
fine if you only have one website and you plan to use Adsense to 
monetize that site, but if that’s the case then you better be getting A 
LOT of traffic. Remember, with Adsense you’re only earning nickels 
and dimes (maybe as much as a dollar or two) per click, so if you only 
have one website it’s usually more profitable to sell a product on that 
site rather than just hoping for a bunch of clicks.   There are always 
exceptions, but this report is primarily targeted at people who are

building websites for the sole purpose of getting Adsense clicks. (And 
yes, I realize it’s technically against Google’s TOS to build sites just 
for Adsense, but we all do it and if you’re smart about it they really 
don’t care.)  
 
 
 
Ok, now that we have that out of the way there’s just one final 
warning I want to give you…  
 
  
 
Some of the tactics you’re about to discover 
are VERY aggressive and could get your 
sites banned and accounts cancelled by 
Google. Use your best judgment, and know 
that by implementing many of these 
strategies that you are taking a calculated 
risk. 
 
  
 
If you’re not willing to take that risk, simply don’t 
utilize the strategy in question. As you’ll soon 
discover, not all these secrets are highly 
aggressive.  
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Secret #1: Quantity Is More Important Than 
Quality   
 
  
 
Yes, you read that right…  
 
  
 
People ask me all the time, “Lonnie, how many markets are you in?”  
 
   
 
 …and they’re usually put off when I tell them, “I honestly have no 
idea.”  
 
  
 
But that’s the truth! And believe me, if went into 10 – 20 new markets 
each and every week…you’d lose track too. :o)  
 
  
 
You see, I learned a long time ago that I pretty much suck at 
guessing which markets are going to profitable. I’d do all the standard 
market research that everyone (including ME) teaches: 1) I’d check 
Overture’s search numbers and cost per clicks, 2) I’d look to see if 
there is adequate competition in the search engines, 3) I’d make sure 
there are at least 2 – 3 good affiliate programs, etc.  
 
  
But when it all comes down to it, there are just some markets that I 
was able to get a foothold in and others that I couldn’t crack with 10 
sticks of dynamite. And the funny thing is, it oftentimes had nothing to 
do with competition. There would be markets that were super-
competitive that I’d be able to achieve high rankings for, and other, 
less competitive markets, in which I couldn’t crack the top-10 for even 
a single keyword.  
 
  
 
 
So that’s when I decided to employ a new methodology. It’s called, 



“Throw enough stuff at a wall and see what sticks.”  
In other words, I don’t care if a market seems to be quality or not. All I 
know is, if I go into 10 markets, at least 2 or 3 of them will be winners 
(i.e. profitable). Then, next week I’ll go into 10 more…and 10 
more…until eventually I’ll have a massive network of sites in 
hundreds of different markets – all of them profitable.  
 
  
 
If you ask me, that’s much easier than scouring the Net for “The 
Perfect Market.”  
 
  
 
Now, if it seems like this method would require a lot more work, 
you’re right…in a way it does. But that’s where our next secret comes 
in handy…  
 
  
 Secret #2: Treat This Business Like…a Business!   
 
  
 
I know, I know…this “secret” really isn’t all that secretive. Still, it’s so 
important that I would be doing you a disservice if I didn’t include it in 
this report.  
 
  
 
I can’t tell you how many times I’ve heard people complain that they 
aren’t making any money with Adsense, and when I ask then how 
many markets they’re in or how many domains they have, their 
answer is usually 15 or 20 markets and only a domain or two per 
market.  
 
 
Like I’ve already said, you can’t make any money with Adsense 
unless you are in A LOT of markets. But even more than that, for 
each market you need to have A LOT of websites if you want to really 
penetrate your niche. (The days of creating those 1000 page web 
sites are long gone. These days you need to have a lot of smaller 
sites, all linking to one another to achieve maximum results. But that’s 
another report…)  
 



  
 
To accomplish all this you need three things:  
 
  
 
1) Systems  
 
 
 
2) Goals  
 
 
 
3) Help  
 
 
 
 
By SYSTEMS, I mean you need to have procedures in place to crank 
out websites on a large scale. If all you’re doing is building websites 
in onesie, twosie’s I can promise you won’t get very far.  
 
  
 
What you need is an assembly line. So for example, if you were to go 
into 10 markets, you would want to do the keyword research for all 10 
markets, then purchase your domain names, then setup your hosting 
accounts, and finally build and upload your web pages. See how it 
works? Your systems enable you to do things in batches which is 
much more efficient then building them a domain at a time.  
 
  
By GOALS, I mean just that...you need to set daily, weekly and 
monthly production goals to keep yourself on track. So if you’re just 
getting started out, you might set a monthly goal of 10 markets, with 3 
domains per market. You would then set weekly and daily goals to 
ensure that you meet (and even exceed) the goals you set.  
  
 
Without goals you can’t keep score, and if you can’t keep score you 
don’t know if you’re winning or losing in business.  
 
  



And lastly, by HELP I mean you need to outsource as much as 
humanly possible. In this business, your mission is to perform a task 
only until you know it well enough to teach someone else how to do it. 
The faster you can duplicate yourself, the faster you can expand your 
business as you focus on the most profitable actions.  
 
  
 
In fact, not many people know this, but my entire page generation 
business is 100% outsourced. I have one person who selects my 
markets, another person who does the keyword research for those 
markets and another person who actually builds and manages all my 
pages.  
 
  
 
This frees me up to concentrate on the markets that are truly 
profitable, and even expand on my Keywords.  
 
  
 
SIDENOTE: If all you’re utilizing is Adsense on your web pages, 
you’re leaving a lot of money on the table. If you’re not already a free 
subscriber, I highly recommend that you visit Keyword Country and 
let them search valuable searchable keywords and phrases for you. 
It’s a must-do for any serious online adsense marketer, and you can 
get more information at:

Keyword research is one incredibly tedious task that could and 
should be outsourced as quickly as possible.   
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
I found a guy on Elance who pulls keywords for my markets from

Keyword Country, WordTracker, Overture and Google. And best of 
all, he only charges me $0.80 per 100 keywords, so to have him 
compile a list of 1000 words only costs me $8. Not bad, especially 
when you consider how profitable that list could be to me. Oh yeah, 
and he also de-duplicates the list so I don’t pay double for keywords. 
(That’s an important thing to consider should you decide to outsource 
this task.) :o)  
 
  
 
And here’s another quick tip…  
 
  
 
When you outsource jobs, try to tie their compensation into their 
performance, rather than just establishing an hourly wage. This way, 
you only pay for work that gets done, and your workers are 
encouraged to do their jobs faster not slower.
